But you don’t need to carry them alone. Read the promises of God: 
 
1. “Cast your burden on the Lord, and He shall sustain you; He 
shall never permit the righteous to be moved” (Psalm 55:22).  
God is glad to carry your burdens and give you the daily strength you 
need. 
 
2. “Is this not the fast that I have chosen: To loose the bonds of 
wickedness, to undo the heavy burdens, to let the oppressed go 
free, and that you break every yoke?” (Isaiah 58:6). 
It’s not God’s will that you should be crushed down with excessive 
burdens; let Him free you today. 
 
3. “Come to Me, all you who labor and are heavy laden, and I 
will give you rest. Take My yoke upon you and learn from Me, 
for I am gentle and lowly in heart, and you will find rest for your 
souls. For My yoke is easy and My burden is light”  
(Matthew 11:28–30).  
Jesus will remove your heavy burden of guilt and hopelessness and 
give you true rest in Him. 
 
4. “For I, the Lord your God, will hold your right hand, saying to 
you, ‘Fear not, I will help you’” (Isaiah 41:13). 
God promises to support and help you through every trial. 
 
5. “Therefore humble yourselves under the mighty hand of God, 
that He may exalt you in due time, casting all your care upon 
Him, for He cares for you” (1 Peter 5:6, 7).

6. “Even to your old age, I am He, and even to gray hairs I will 
carry you! I have made, and I will bear; even I will carry, and will 
deliver you” (Isaiah 46:4).
